7 Surveys/Questionnaires/Meetings:
7.1 NCALC Emergency Plan Survey
A discussion took place regarding the merits of producing an Emergency Plan.

The Council noted that unfortunately no Councillors were able to attend this
meeting this year.

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8 Bus Shelters, Seats, Roads & BMX Track:

8.1 Clir Squires informed the Council that all are in good condition. He reported that
the new goals had been installed in the playing field and were being used and
informed the Council that the monies collected by local boys would be used to
purchase nets. The Council commended the boys’ initiative and agreed to
formally adopt both the posts and in due course the nets.

The land adjacent to the Pocket Park was identified as overgrown and needing | VG
clearing. Clir Green will establish ownership of the land.

8.2 Maintenance of Hedges:

Clir Squires reported that the Ashley Road Hill hedge had been cut back but that
the hedge on the Wilbarston Road along from the junction with the Ashley Road | JM
Hill was very overgrown and impinging on the footpath. The Clerk will report to
NCC Highways via Street Doctor.

8.3 Agricultural Vehicles:

The Council referred to correspondence from a local resident concerned with
agricultural and oversized vehicles passing through the village. The Council
observed that the restrictions on size and the relevant notification of movements
did not include agricultural vehicles and was governed by Highways England and
the Police.

8.4 QE90 Stone:

The Chair informed the Council that the members of the Stoke Feast Committee,
Katherine Malin and Yvonne Fone had agreed to maintain the flowers around the
commemorative stone and would plant out with winter flowers as necessary. The
Council reiterated that it would fund the plants.

The Council noted that the grant application to the Community Capital Fund for a
contribution towards the defibrillator had been successful. Clir Squires agreed to
liaise with the suppliers of the defibrillator to establish the most suitable
equipment for the phone box location and installation to the BT electrical supply. | BS
